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GETTYSBURG HERITAGE TRAIL PROGRAM

Plan time to visit Gettysburg

The York-Adams Area Council, the National Park Service and the Gettysburg
National Military Park/Eisenhower National Historic Site are proud to offer
Scouting groups the opportunity to participate in the Gettysburg Heritage Trall
program. The program includes a stop at the Visitor Center/National Cemetery,
two hiking trails through the battlefield at Gettysburg, a walking tour of historic
downtown Gettysburg and a tour of the Eisenhower National Historic Site.

The National Park Service and the York-Adams Area Council, BSA, have
published a trail guide that includes the five segments of this program. Trail
guides are available at the Gettysburg National Military Park, from the York-Adams Area Council
Scout Shop and the Camp Tuckahoe Trading Post. The five program elements are:

1) The Visitor Center/National Cemetery
2) The Billy Yank Trail

3) The Johnny Reb Trail

4) The Eisenhower National Historic Site
5) The Historic Gettysburg Trall

A five-segment patch can be earned. Each segment can be purchased individually when that part
of the program has been completed. The Trail medal can only be purchased when all five
segments of the program have been completed.

Current items are sold in the camp trading post or the York-Adams Area Council Scout Shop.

Trail Guide - $1 each

Main Gettysburg patch - $2.25 each

Johnny Reb, Billy Yank, Eisenhower, and Historic Gettysburg segments - $1 each
Plastic Patch Holder - $1

INSTRUCTIONAL SWIM

(Each day 11:00 AM until noon) "Instructional Swim" is where a non-swimmer can strengthen his
swimming ability in preparation for further swimming skills such as the Swimming Merit Badge, etc. Any
Scout regardless of his age can learn the basics and learn to swim even if he is classified as a non-
swimmer.

SERVICE PROJECTS

Troops are encouraged to take on a Service Project as a good turn to your camp. The Scout can
show his appreciation for what others have done for him by doing a worthwhile project to improve the
camp for those who follow. Many young men today visit camp and with pride will point to a grove of
trees, a cleared path, a conservation project, etc., and tell you how they took part in that project. Itis a
memory brought about by a Troop Leader who encouraged the Scouts to see the true value of a Camp
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Service Project. Some projects could even become a father and son project, for there is great merit in a
Scout and his father working side-by-side as they personally gain more than the work they accomplish.

The Ecology/Conservation Director, Camp Ranger, and Camp Commissioner will have a list of needed
projects in the fields of conservation, maintenance, and camp beautification which can be selected by
individuals, Patrols or Troops. Other projects may be considered on their merit and approved by the
Nature Director, Camp Ranger, or Camp Commissioner.

LEAVE NO TRACE TRAINING
(Monday at 1:30 PM)

Scouts and Leaders interested in reducing the environmental impact of their troop activities are
encouraged to attend this training session to become more familiar with the principles of Leave No
Trace. This training fulfills one of the requirements for the troop Baden Powell Award.

PATROL CHALLENGE COURSE
(Daily, by appointment)

This challenging program provides a fun opportunity for Scout patrols to focus on leadership and
teamwork as they work together to overcome obstacles and solve puzzles. Patrols must register in the
Scoutcraft area to ensure the availability of the course.

TROOP OUTPOST

(Thursday at 8:30 PM) Any Troop can take an overnighter during the week. Your campsite is only a
base. Many trails exist in and near camp, along with other seldom-used areas of camp. You are
invited to use these areas, leaving them in prime condition upon departure. Written overnighter plans
should be submitted to the Program Director a day in advance. Written plans must include: a detailed
list of number going, names, leaders, route, departure, destination, and expected time of return. For
each overnighter, there must be two Scouters in attendance (one over 21 years-of-age).

TUCKAHOE IRON MAN

(Friday at 3:00 PM) To be a Tuckahoe Iron Man one must be 13 years-of-age or older and
complete several camping program events. Such challenges will include the Mile Swim, early
morning trail runs, and Project C.O.P.E. During the course of the week challenges will be posted for
those Scouts and Scouters who dare to become one of the few.

BSA LIFEGUARD

The BSA Lifeguard program is offered to Scouts (those 14 and above) and adults (those over
the age of 18). This program is designed to support troops that plan to participate in their own aquatic
activities. Adults planning to earn BSA Lifeguard should plan to spend the week in the Aquatics area.
The certification program is physically difficult and requires its participants to be excellent swimmers.

MOUNTAIN BIKING

Troops may check out Mountain Bikes along with helmets from the Quartermaster as part of their
troop program. Participants should bring individual gear, canteens, pads, etc., that they think they will
need for the trip.
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SOCCER, BASKETBALL, SOFTBALL, and VOLLEYBALL

Throughout the week the Scouts should feel free to issue challenges in any of these areas of sport to
other Patrols, Troops, Senior Patrol Leaders, adult leaders or the staff. Evenings are a particularly
good time for these events. Equipment can be checked-out at the Quartermaster.

GATEWAY CHALLENGE

All Week Project: This Challenge is a great Patrol assignment.

During the week troops are to build a gateway at the entrance of their campsite. Put your tr o o p 6 s
pioneering skills to test. The gateway should welcome visitors to yourtr oopds campsit e
this event will happen on Friday at 12:00 noon. The top three gateways will be recognized at the
closing campfire.

This training is an absolute must
if you have given thought to taking your troop on any type of boating activity.

(Tuesday at 7:00 PM) Any troop that participates in any climbing or rappelling activity must have at
least one trained adult.

ASTRONOMY HIKE/PRESENTATION

(Date will be set by weekly weather conditions) Explore the stars. While required for Astronomy
Merit Badge, this program is open to all. No pre-registration is required to attend. All interested Scouts
are to meet at the Nature Lodge for a one-hour astronomy study. Scouts will have an opportunity to
learn about the night sky and different constellations. A few telescopes will be on hand for Scouts to
share. No equipment or gear is needed.

WILDERNESS SURVIVAL OUTPOST

(Thursday at 8:30 PM) This is for those taking Wilderness Survival Merit Badge to complete a
requirement. During the day on Monday and Tuesday Scouts can start working on their shelter for the
night. The class will leave from the Camp Office at 8:30 PM. Bring your sleeping bag and ground cloth.
Scouts will have time to finish shelters for the evening.
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ORDER OF THE ARROW RECOGNITION DAY

All Scouts and Leaders in the Order of the Arrow are asked to wear their sashes on Wednesday.

CAMP VESPERS

and water bottle. This fun activity will be the first time most Scouts have spent a night out under the
stars. Scouts will gather at the Boy Scout Pavilion and walk together to the Outpost site along the road
to the C.O.P.E. course. Scouts will enjoy the evening toasting marshmallows (supplied by the camp)
and singing songs.

(Wednesday at 8:30 PM) These campfires are to be conducted by the Troop Leadership in their
respective campsites. These may be conducted as a campsite campfire where multiple troops live in
one campsite.

The object of these campfires should be to create good fellowship and strong Patrol and troop spirit.
The program should build morals, indirectly teach Scout ideals, good manners, patriotism, American
folklore and related character values. Each Patrol should prepare a skit, stunt, etc., for this campfire.

We have tried to make the enrollment of Scouts for advancement and program activities as easy as
possible. Your cooperation in returning these forms will allow your troop to have a better summer camp
experience. While Scouts may still make changes, any change must fit within the weekly schedule. This
is particularly true where session sizes are limited (C.O.P.E., SWIMMING, and SHOOTING SPORTS).

NATIONAL POLICY ON PARTIALS
EARNING MERIT BADGES WITH MORE THAN ONE COUNSELOR

From time to time, circumstances cause a Scout to complete a merit badge with a counselor other than
the one he started with. This situation is sometimes called "having a partial."

When a Scout presents a "partial” to the merit badge counselor, the work previously completed may or
may not be accepted. Most merit badge counselors will discuss, with the Scout, any work that was
previously completed. This discussion will continue until the counselor is satisfied that the Scout did in
fact complete the requirements indicated on the "Partial."

The question then arises: How long is a partial good? The answer is quite simple: As long as the Scout
is not yet 18 years old and can satisfy the counselor he is knowledgeable about the subject.

After a Scout has completed all the requirements for a merit badge, the merit badge counselor signs the
merit badge record. The counselor's signature attests to the Scoutmaster that the requirements have
been fully met.

MERIT BADGE and PROGRAM PRE- REGISTRATION

All troops that are coming to camp will be furnished with Merit Badge Pre-Registration forms and
Program Pre-Registration forms. Pl ease review your Scoutsd indivi
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choices to make sure that they are aware of pre-requisites and requirements that must be completed
before attending camp. Also remember to consider the travel time between areas.

Scouts, who choose to work on requirements for Tenderfoot up to First Class, should be registered in
that portion of the Buffalo Braves program.

These forms should be returned to the York-Adams Area Council Service Center by June 1, 2008.
Scouts are assigned to merit badge classes and Project C.O.P.E. as the pre-registration forms are
received.

MERIT BADGES

The staff at Camp Tuckahoe makes great effort in making the process of earning a Merit Badge a
worthwhile experience that will serve the Scout throughout a lifetime. Briefly, here are the steps that are
common in the process of earning a Merit Badge.

1. PICK A SUBJECT i Ask the Scout about his interests
and explore corresponding Merit Badges that reflect those
interests. Review those Merit Badge requirements and
decide if the badges are a viable option.

2. CONTACT A COUNSELOR i The Scout receives a
signed Merit Badge application from the leader. Next in the
case at camp, the Scout will go to his Merit Badge classes
and meet with the counselor and give that counselor his blue merit badge application. Here the Scout
will become familiar with the requirements and the mechanics of the class or the badge.

3. KNOW YOUR STUFF - The Scout will meet with his counselor while working on the Merit Badge
requirements. The Scout should take along the things he needs to complete the requirements. The
Scout must then show that he o0knows his stuffo for

4. GET THE BADGE - When the counselor is satisfied, he will sign the application.

5. MORE OR LESS - You are expected to meet the requirements as they are stated - no more and no
less. You are expected to do exactly what is stated in the requirements. If it says, "show or
demonstrate”, that is what you must do. Just telling about it isn't enough. The same thing holds true for

such words as, "make", "list," "in the field", and "collect", "identify" and "label".

The final authority on the requirements needed to earn a badge at camp is the latest edition of Boy Scout
Requirements.

The Camp Tuckahoe Merit Badge Plan follows the above steps with these additions:

1. ADVANCEMENT INVENTORY - The Troop Leader should review the scorecard or advancement
record of every Scout in the troop.

2. PRE-CAMP INTERVIEW - With the "Advancement Inventory" as a guide sheet, the Troop Leader
shoul d hol d an i ndividual interview with each Sc
Advancement Requesto for the Scout should be compl

3. PRE-CAMP PREPARATION - After the "Advancement Inventory" and the interview, the Troop
Leader should arrange and encourage the completion of individual requirements that are not offered at
camp or best accomplished in the home community, i.e., First Aid, etc. This will clear the path for
completing the particular Rank Requirements in the outdoor phase. The Scout must fill out a blue Merit
Badge Application card and obtain the Scoutmaster

The Scout may bring a "partial” merit badge application card or other evidence verified by a Merit Badge
Counselor or his Troop Leader indicating prior work has been completed.

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4. DURING CAMP - After deciding which badges or parts of badges he would like to work on while at
camp, the Scout will meet with the counselor for the particular badge at the beginning of the week.
Together they will decide what the Scout needs to do, how many meetings with the counselor may be
needed and which requirements the Scout may need to improve upon with his additional time or
guidance by others.

It is the job of the Camp Staff to ensure the
with the integrity Scouting carries, challenges counselors who will strive to motivate the Scout to go
beyond their limits while maintaining a wholesome and fun atmosphere. The Camp Staff is concerned
with the AQualityo of their teaching strategie
Merit Badges they sign off.

It is the job of the Troop Leader to monitor the progress of the individual Scout to ensure completion of
his advancement.

If the above four steps are carried out before and during the troop stay at camp and if the available
program facilities and assistance are utilized, every Tenderfoot Scout could advance to Second Class in
camp and every Second Class Scout could advance to First Class. A troop accomplishing this could
indeed be proud of their camping accomplishments and yet such a program is not difficult to complete
using these simple steps.

It is important to remember that the Scout must decide what he wants to do. If he only wants to complete
part of a badge while at camp and does, he is a success. A Scout who gets a "partial' is also a success
if that was his goal.

At the end of the week, the Troop Leader will receive a completed merit badge card for each badge. If
the merit badge is not completed, the blue card will contain a list of all the requirements that each Scout
has completed for his particular merit badge, so that the Scout may finish the merit badge at home with
another counselor.

The troop leader should review the blue cards with the Scouts before leaving camp. A merit
badge class advancement record for each class will be held on file at the Council Service Center at the
close of the summer camp season.

The Troop Leader will need to transfer completed merit badges to an Advancement Report (No. 33403)
and forward it to the Council Service Center to have the merit badges recorded properly and to order the
merit badges at that time.

HELPING SCOUTS SELECT MERIT BADGES

The following merit badges and programs are planned for Summer Camp based on staff ability. The
following merit badges are coded with aletter: "A", "B", or "C", which indicates the level of
difficulty.

sidered the most difficult award in Scouting by
Scouts who have earned the BSA LIFEGAURD
AWARD. Only extremely strong swimmers will
pass the intensive BSA Lifeguard program.

INSTRUCTIONAL SWIM

Whether a Scout is familiar with the basics and
wants to improve upon his ability or has never
gone more then a stroke or two in the water, this is
the class to take. There is no pressure to earn a
badge, only a combined effort from everyone in the
class to make a Scout the best swimmer a week of
class will allow. The Aquatics Staff prides
themselves in the fact that rarely will a Scout walk
away with at least being able to swim a length of
the pool. Adults are welcome. Scouts may
complete the requirements for 2" Class
Swimming.

MILE SWIM

This is an absolute favorite at camp
for both Scouters and Scouts.

MERIT BADGES

Our goal is to achieve excellence in programming
and in promoting the ideals of Scouting. The
Ecology/Conservation Area offers
a wide range of badges allowing
every Scout to get involved. If you
include all program areas as a part
of your troopdbds m
schedule, you will have a fantastic year at Camp
Tuckahoe.

ASTRONOMY -A

Explore the stars. While required for Astronomy
Merit Badge, Scouts will have an opportunity to
learn about the night sky and different
constellations. A few telescopes will be on hand
for Scouts to share. No equipment or gear is
needed. Scouts can bring telescopes to camp.
This is a good badge to start at home because we
may have a cloudy night and be unable to view
stars. Do requirement number 2 at home
before camp.

BIRD STUDY-C

Demonstrate that you know how
to use a bird field guide. Identity
different species of birds and
become a bird watcher.

*ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE - A

This badge is recommended for
veteran Scouts. Some boys may
not be ready for the advanced
thinking and writing skills it
requires. Suggest doing

The Head
Commissioner will also have a posted list of
service projects that would qualify for the Baden
Powell Troop Honor Award.

NATURE TRAIL

An interactive nature trail is available for general
use. Guide sheets will be available for personal
use or a staff member will be able to lead a hike on
request.

OPEN PROGRAM TIME

Some possible events include edible plants and
animals, rocket launches, river-walk, nature hike
and a Scavenger Hunt.

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HANDICRAFT

MERIT BADGES
BASKETRY -B

Explains the use of weaving
and basket making. The cost
for a basketry kit and other
materials to weave a chair seat
will cost approximately $17 and
can be purchased at the

Trading Post. Requires work outside of class.

INDIAN LORE -C

Requirement 2 will require
advance preparation. Deals
with the customs and traditions
of the Native Americans,
includes an Indian Lore Evening
of Fun with an evening meal.

LEATHER WORK -C

Explain the use of leather and
tooling, stamping and dyeing.
Scouts will need notes stating
that they take care of their
shoes and other leather goods
at home. Scrap leather and
tools will be provided. Kits are not required but
may be purchased in the Trading Post at a cost of
about $7.

SPACE EXPLORATION -B

Scouts get excited about this
badge as they build and
launch model rockets.
Rockets are sold in the
trading post, but Scouts may
want to bring their own.
Supplies cost about $10. Rocket engines can be
purchased at the Trading Post and are issued by

WOODCARVING -B

Scouts must have taken
ATotind Chipo
must bring the card. Badge
covers knife safety and
care. He will need a good
knife for carving or money
purchase one at camp. Slides to be carved are
available at the Trading Post; cost for this merit
badge will be about $3.50. It is a good idea to
bring a whittling knife or an X-acto knife set with
you to camp.

FIELD SPORTS

MERIT BADGES
ARCHERY - A

An inexperienced archer may
have trouble with this badge.
Plan to spend time each day
practicing. Scouts should

bring enough money to cover
the cost of materials to make

an arrow. The costs related to this Merit Badge

will be about $4.

RIFLE SHOOTING - A

This badge can be completed
at camp depending on the
Scout's experience with rifles.
Plan to spend time practicing
every day. There is an
additional cost to this merit badge for ammo shot
outside of class (about $.50 for 20 bullets).

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SHOTGUN SHOOTING -A

This badge can be hard but fun; depending on the
Scout's experienced with a shotgun. There is an
additional cost to this merit
badge (about $1 for 5 shells).
Plan to spend $15-$20 to earn
this Merit Badge.

SAFETY WARNING: - Watch
for the RED WARNING
FLAGS at the Rifle and Archery Ranges. Stay
away from blind spots around these areas when
the flags are up. We do not want anyone hurt. Do
not enter the range without the Range Director's
permission.

FIELD SPORTS AREA FEATURES

The Rifle and Archery Range will be open
throughout the week for open shoots. Due to time
constraints, there may not be any time for open
shotgun shooting.

The charge for additional .22 ammunition is 25¢ for
a block of 10 rounds. No charge for .22
ammunition during merit badge class.

TROOP SHOOTS

There is time available for the troop shoots after
regular program hours on the Rifle and Archery
Range. If your troop is interested, contact the
Field Sports Director early in the week.

SCOUTCRAFT

MERIT BADGES
*CAMPING -C

Make sure the Scout has fulfilled requirement 9
(20 days and nights of camping) for the merit
badge. An active Scout should easily be able to
complete these with his troop.

HIKING -A

Scouts must complete requirements 5 and 6
outside of camp. We will not go hiking during
scheduled classes due to the limited amount of
time.

ORIENTEERING - A

Scouts should have some previous orienteering
experience before attempting this challenging

badge. Scouts must also be willing to dedicate a
considerable amount of their free time to setting up
and following orienteering courses.

PIONEERING - A

Scouts will master their knot-
tying and lashing skills to earn
this badge. The Tuckahoe
Pioneering Projects are a central
focus of the Scoutcraft area, with typical projects
including towers, bridges, swings, and a carousel.

WILDERNESS SURVIVAL -B

Scouts will test their preparedness and self-
reliance as they learn to survive in the wilderness.
This badge requires an outpost encampment at a
primitive site.

AXE YARD

An axe yard will be maintained. Times of
instruction will be posted. Troop Leaders and
Junior Leaders are encouraged to use this
resource to help train their own Scouts.

MODEL CAMPSITE AND COOKING
AREA

Displays concerning camping and cooking will be
set-up along with several courses being taught.
Check times when you arrive at camp. Again, use
these resources for your troop development.

PAUL BUNYAN WOODSMAN

Scoutswho have already
may demonstrate their mastery of wood tools by
working toward their Paul Bunyan Award. This
physically challenging award is administered by
the Scoutcraft area, but Scouts will be expected to
dedicate a fair amount of their free time to
completing the requirements.
